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Like 1920s Berlin

Having been in business for 150 years, 
Ralf Schmitz – like most other 
developers in Berlin – could have played 
it safe and offered a variety of condos 
on Eisenzahn 1. However, the German 
company has instead chosen to target a 
well-heeled clientele with just twelve 
luxury apartments in a vast property in 
the classical style, which will feel right at 
home in the chic district of 
Charlottenburg-Wilmersdorf. 
“There’s demand in Berlin for spacious 
apartments,” explains Daniel Schmitz, 
part of the fifth generation of 
entrepreneurs involved in the family 
business. “With Eisenzahn 1, we want to 
revive the atmosphere that reigned in 
1920s Berlin, when Europe was the place 
to be – so we’ve decided to spare no 
expense.” 
The six-storey building comprises eleven 
apartments and an apartment and 
terrace on the top floor, spanning 5,035 
ft2. Three of the apartments, built over 
two levels, will have their own private 

lift to move from one floor to the next. 
The smallest apartment will span an area 
of 2,067 ft2. Ceiling heights will vary 
from 10.8 ft to 12 ft in the living room of 
the apartment and terrace. 

The communal areas, including the 
foyer, are designed by Bottega Veneta, 
in what is the Italian luxury designer’s 
first partnership with a property 
developer. “A mutual friend introduced 
us to the artistic director, Tomas Maier, 
and we really liked that the company 
has such an eye for detail, chooses the 
very best materials and values high-
quality work,” explains Mr Schmitz. 

The imposing building, which is 
currently under construction, is 
expected to be complete in spring 2016. 
Half of the apartments have already 
found buyers, with prices ranging from 
€2.2 to 8.5 million ($2.9 to 11.2 million).
